S.O.S. Fundraising Campaign Information Letter

A PTA survey of needs conducted at the end of last school year provided a wealth of feedback. Most specifically, parents want Maury students to be focused on the fundamental aspects of learning. It will fund a part time reading specialist or partnership that will work with students to implement differentiated curriculum to meet the needs of our community. Opportunities include pre-reading engagement for the early childhood program, reading comprehension and discussion groups to engage our developed readers and the implementation of computer/online-based curriculum that can provide differentiated instruction to further learning at all levels. Back to Basics will be under the supervision of the instructional coach who will also be working on reading intervention programs in addition to furthering the successful math club and other programs and that aided in boosting Maury’s scores this last year.
